T1000
1st Class and Below Requirement Sign Offs.


BSA literature (Scoutmaster's Handbook) implies that anyone who is 'authorized' by the SM (Scoutmaster) can sign off a Scout’s advancement requirements.  Thus I have prepared this guide so that the members of T1000 (Scouts & Scouters) know who has been 'authorized' by me to sign off requirements.  This will be done via a certification process as outlined in this guide.  A Scout who has been signed off in compliance with this guide will be considered ready for the SM conference for the rank he is seeking.

Further, the intent is to focus advancement responsibility on the Patrol and the Patrol Leader (PL).  This will help teach various principles of leadership and increase Patrol Spirit.

General

Only those registered with BSA Troop 1000 will sign off advancement requirements in T1000.  Patrol Advisors (PA), by virtue of their assignment, are certified as per the CERTIFICATION FOR ADVANCEMENT SIGN OFF, but MUST strive to have the Scout’s Patrol Leader (PL) do appropriate sign offs.  All Eagle Scouts are certified to sign off all requirements.

All PLs,  to properly do their job, should be certified at least mid way through their initial tour as PL.  The Senior Patrol Leader (SPL) and his assistants should be like wise certified.  Once a Scout is certified he will remain so unless advised by the SM.

It is preferable that a Scout be tested by his current PL, but the first priority is that each Scout’s needs are met.  We must not let the 'process' slow down a Scout's advancement, enthusiasm, nor motivation.  The following is a priority guide as to who should be approached first to sign off advancement 

 
The Scout's Patrol Leader (to include the Campout PL), then
 
The SPL or ASPLs or other senior Scouts, then
 
The Scout's PA followed by another PA or certified Scouter.

Prior to Scouter signing off of requirements, the Scouter should understand why a Scout is not available to sign off the requirement.

Relatives (brothers or parents or guardians) are not certified to sign off requirements for advancement for their relations in T1000.

Because of the nature of the requirements, those requirements that are safety and first aid related will always be signed off by a Scouter (PA).  Swimming related requirements will be signed off by a BSA or Red Cross Certified Life Guard (current certification not required).  This is because a life guard must be present when a Scout is in the water and that all BSA and Red Cross Life Guards generally have a better knowledge of the subject than those not certified.

Each Scout should know only one thing about this requirement for sign off, 


"See your Patrol Leader".


We will train the PLs and PAs to have the answers and guide the individual Scout.




Certification process for Scouts (PLs and senior Scouts and other Scouters

The following example explains how the process to certify a Scout or Scouter works.

A 2nd Class Scout needs a requirement signed off.

Two things can happen and both will happen.  (1) the PL goes to the 2nd Class and discusses advancement and asks the 2nd Class if the PL can help him with the requirement(s).  (2) is the 2nd Class initiates the action by going to the PL.

First the 2nd Class is Scout is trained or has been trained.  This can take place by various means.

The PL tests or teaches and tests under the direct supervision of the PA (who signs off the Scout’s requirement if all is OK).  Then, if the PL has any faults in the process the PA teaches him how to do it right (as soon as feasible) and retests the PL in the process.  Depending on how the PA's confidence level is in the PL - the PA initials the PLs SCOUT ADVANCEMENT CERTIFICATION SIGN OFF (note the old form has been eliminated having been combined with the instructions).  The senior Scout then talks with the SM.  After the SM's review, the form will be returned to the Scout and he may begin testing (signing off requirements) in the areas indicated on the form.  The SM will maintain a copy of the current forms and will review during the SM conference to ensure Scouts are signing off correctly.

Each PA must regularly review the process within the Patrol to ensure continued quality signing off of requirements.  A quality program will not exist without a dedicated review process and knowing what is going on in the patrol.
